license and current registration in the state
where clinical completion request lies

e Associate degree or diploma degree in
nursing from a registered and accredited
nursing program in NYS, or nationally
accredited by ACEN or NLN-CNEA

e Practiced nursing within the last 5 years or
graduated from an associate degree or
diploma nursing program within the last 5
years

of all undergraduate coursework, a copy of their RN
license, and an up-to-date resume with work
